Rapidly Rebuild Lotus Notes Applications in SharePoint 
 
When migrating from Lotus Notes to SharePoint, many standard Notes applications, such as 
document libraries and Team Rooms, will map easily to existing SharePoint templates. Some custom 
Notes applications can be migrated with limited amount of configuration to leverage out-of-the-box 
SharePoint features.   
 
Most large Notes environments, however, include at least a few (and sometimes numerous) complex 
applications that will require significant effort to redevelop on SharePoint. Without a rapid application 
development tool, the time and associated costs of rebuilding these applications can be enormous. 

 

What are Quest Web Parts? 
Quest Web Parts for SharePoint enables anyone to become a SharePoint application designer 
quickly, effectively and successfully. By leveraging ezEdit, Quest Web Parts embedded configuration 
tool, users configure rather than code and reduce the time required to rebuild complex Lotus Notes 
applications by 50-80%. 
 

 
 
 
 
 
By reducing the core challenge of code creation and 
complex data integration, Quest Web Parts dramatically simplifies the approach to SharePoint 
application development, meaning your end users get the functionality theyôre used to from Notes 
much faster.   
 

 

Rebuild Notes applications much faster than custom coding and with more capabilities than possible natively. Questôs 
ezEdit configuration interface radically simplifies SharePoint web part configuration, meaning you donôt have to be a 
developer to quickly and easily create menus, dashboards, charts and more. For the developer, ezEdit accelerates 
tedious tasks, but also exposes the code in cases where that is preferred.  

 



Typical Notes Scenarios 
 
Quest has helped many Notes customers migrate and rebuild their legacy applications on SharePoint. 
Below are some of their common questions and concerns, and how Quest can address them. 
 

Problem/Question Solution 

My Notes applications contain data relationships 
and business logic that are not supported by 
out-of-the-box SharePoint web parts.  

Quest Web Parts adds relational capability to SharePoint 
lists and enables developers to easily add business logic 
to list views and list forms.  

I need to recompose and improve many 
applications in SharePoint, and am struggling to 
find (and afford) enough developers with 
SharePoint expertise. 

Quest Web Parts ezEdit configuration interface enables 
you to use business analysts and junior developers to 
perform the bulk of your development, maximizing your 
investment in those resources. 

I hear that discussions in SharePoint are fairly 
inefficient.

My Notes applications assume that I can send e-
mail with embedded links back to Notes tables 
and forms. I canôt do that in SharePoint. 

Quest Web Parts enables e-mail from views and forms 
with embedded links to list and libraries, and specific list 
items.  

My applications have multiple calendars with 
combined views. I canôt do that in SharePoint. 

Questôs qCalendarView web part can aggregate 
information from multiple calendars into a single view.  

My Notes applications have complex data entry 
that puts data into multiple forms and dialogs. I 
canôt do that in SharePoint. 

Quest Web Parts enables the junior developer to set up 
complex, flow-controlled data entry across multiple lists.  

My Notes forms have tabbed tables and other 
rich layout features. I canôt do that in SharePoint. 

Quest qListForm offers a more vibrant and rich 
environment for forms, including the use of tabs. 

My applications have custom layouts and color 
schemes that donôt match very well with those in 
SharePoint. 

Quest Web Parts support styles, Cascading Style Sheets 
and skins. 

I need to stop Notes application development 
now and start SharePoint development ASAP. 

Notes developers can become proficient SharePoint 
developers in weeks using Quest Web Parts.  

Itôs going to take a long time for my Notes 
developers to learn .NET. 

Quest Web Parts significantly reduces the requirement to 
understand .NET. 

My applications have data sets too large for 
SharePoint. 

Quest Web Parts applications can be built using mixed 
data from SQL and SharePoint. 

In addition to rebuilding my applications on 
SharePoint, I need to migrate historical content. 

Quest Web Parts may be used in conjunction with Quest 
Notes Migrator for SharePoint for high-fidelity content 
migration. Notes Migrator can also migrate your custom 
schema and normalize your Notes data for use by Quest 
Web Parts. 

We are migrating most of our applications to 
SharePoint, but have identified a few that are too 
complex and costly to move. However, our users 
need to access certain Notes views and data 
from within SharePoint. 

Quest Web Parts includes web parts that allow you to 
access external data sources via web services.  
Customers can use this capability to present and update 
back-end Notes/Domino applications in a SharePoint 
user interface. 

Will the Quest Web Parts be able to recreate 
100% of the Notes functionality in all cases of 
Notes applications being migrated to 
SharePoint? 

Quest Web Parts was designed to comply with the 
SharePoint Object Model and has been used to meet the 
majority of needs for Lotus Notes Application migrations. 

For the limited scenarios where the Quest Web 
Parts do not currently have the functionality that 
is required, can I enhance the Quest Web Parts 
with .NET development?  

Quest Web Parts are extensible with .NET development. 
Developers and systems integrators will only be adding 
the required features as a limited set of coding while 
using the built-in features maximizing the investment.

Lotus Notes discussion boards are intuitive and user friendly.  Native SharePoint discussion threads 
are not, making the transition to native SharePoint more difficult for some users.  Quest Web Parts 
helps remove this hurdle by enabling the creation of easier-to-follow, multi-threaded discussions, 
which are much more familiar to a Notes user.
